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“Triple Separation” . Reflection of Undergraduate Class Management Dilemma

Abstract: The “three separated relationships” in undergraduate class management is manifested as “u-
niversality” versus “individuality” of the objects; “rigidity” versus “humanity” of the content; “ad-
ministration” versus “convention” of the process.
